‘I think Sampson had a huge impact on it, and we
wouldn’t be building hull numbers two and three without
him, for which he continues as project manager.’

Her sail wardrobe will be expanded to cater for regatta
sailing, and will include a North 3DL main, a genoa and
an Al. Other sails on board include a big gennaker —
ideal for fast cruising —a symmetric spinnaker and an A3.
She will certainly be one to watch out for on the race
course, not least because her captain, Rosco Monson, is
an electronics specialist who has been involved in top-
ight professional racing for many years, including the
Volvo entry Pirates of the Caribbearas well as acting as
